for the Overseas Forces, under the !avy & Army Cantaen Board of
london, Eng. and have done all the Analyses and examinations
for the local Corps including, the Army Service, the Miliitary

be had from the Chemical Society of England, and Professor

MacPariane New Zealand University. I was born on the second of

in which case I will ask that you wire me, in order that I may
join my friemds in a local Regiment before they leave.
